Notes about the Service

Confession of Sin: “All those who are distressed because of their sins and sense
themselves to be under God’s wrath...are on the highway to grace and favour. God
justifies only those who repent; he exalts only those who are humbled; he comforts
none but the distressed; he has mercy only on those who both know and feel they lack
it, and who also know that there is nowhere else to receive it except at his hands.
Happy therefore is the person who feels the weight and burden of sin. To him Christ
will bring ease and comfort” [William Perkins, “The Calling of the Ministry,” 1602].

O for a Thousand Tongues to Sing came from the pen of the gifted and prolific
English hymn writer Charles Wesley (1707-1788). After his conversion, he threw
himself in to the work of spreading ‘through all the earth abroad the honors of
[Christ’s] name.” He began preaching in the homes of friends, in prisons and in
Anglican churches until the doors of many of them were closed to him. Eventually he
took to the open air and became one of the most powerful of the field preachers in the
Great Awakening of the 1740’s.
