Notes about the Service 
Scriptural Defense of Infant Baptism & Children in the Covenant: 
Acts 2:38-39: In Peter’s sermon to the New Testament church at Pentecost, he speaks 
about the forgiveness of sins and the coming of the Holy Spirit, and says: ―The 
promise is for you and your children and for all who are far off -  for all whom the 
Lord our God will call‖ (Acts 2:37-8). There is a distinct echo of Genesis 17:7, where 
God promises Abraham, ―I will establish my covenant as an everlasting covenant 
between Me and you and your descendants after you for the generations to come, to 
be your God and the God of the descendants after you.‖ Peter is telling us that this is 
the same covenant, and that children are not excluded. 
Household baptisms: One fourth of the baptisms recorded were baptisms of the 
entire household (see Acts 16:14-15; Acts 16:32-34; and Corinthians 1:14-16.)  This 
does not prove that infants were present, but the New Testament writers would not 
have left these accounts unqualified if children were now to be excluded from the 
covenant. Instead, the writers use the same tone of family solidarity employed in the 
Old Testament, where children are included in the covenant blessings. 
Children addressed as ―saints‖: Paul’s letters to the Ephesians and Colossians are 
addressed to ―saints,‖ yet they both contain commandments to children. The Greek 
word for saint means ―one who is set apart‖ (it is the same word we also translate 
holy.) Here is a clear case where Scripture regards children as being set apart in a 
special relationship to God, i.e., in a covenant relationship with Him. If children had 
been excluded from the covenant, we would expect the letter to be addressed to ―The 
saints and their children.‖  
Children of believers regarded ―holy‖: 1 Cor. 7:14 says that a child is ―made holy‖ (―set 
apart‖) because of the faith of one believing parent. This does not mean the child is 
saved, but that he is ―set apart,‖ or special in God’s eyes. Therefore, we teach children 
to pray, teach them to call God their Father, and emphasize their covenantal 
blessings and responsibilities.
