Many of us need to retrain our instincts when we come to worship. 
On the one hand, you may have been trained to expect a lecture hall—
a dry, cognitive experience in which you are there only to listen. On 
the other, you may have been trained to work yourself up into a high-
energy, emotional experience. Neither of these is biblical worship, for 
neither really trusts in God as the author and object of worship. 
Though the preaching is designed to make you think, the primary goal 
is not to be informed. Though the music can be moving, the primary 
goal is not to be entertained. Worship is a meeting called to order at 
God’s initiative in which his people are blessed by his presence and 
respond to his salvation. Expect to have major flashes of self-
discovery, to have spiritual surgery done on your heart, to be 
transformed and remade. Worship is an act of attention to the living 
God who reigns, speaks and reveals, creates and redeems, orders and 
blesses.
