A note from Phillip about worshiping with little ones 
If you have little ones—or even just one little one—for you, public, 

gathered worship is a far more demanding task that it is for the rest of us. 
All of us have to throw ourselves into work of worshipping the Lord, but 
you are tending to small children as you perform the same labor. 

You have to accomplish some big tasks as you worship, like keeping 
everyone in fellowship throughout the whole service, and trivial things, like 
finding your place again in the bulletin or hymnal. The work is daunting, and 
it is sometimes easy to forget why you are doing it. Here are three things I 
want you to remember. 

First, while you sometimes need to be reminded why you are doing 
this, God knows exactly why you are doing it. Do not grow weary. God sees, 
and your labor in the Lord will bear good fruit. The Lord sees, and he 
rejoices. You are here with your little ones because God calls you to 
worship him together with all the children he has given you. 

Second, this means that God receives as true worship every distracted 
shush, every wadded up piece of paper, every dropped hymnal, and every 
time you have to take your child out to have a word with him. You are not 
taken away from true worship by these things, but farther into true worship 
than most of us are privileged to go. If Christian discipleship is a "my life for 
yours" kind of thing—and it is!—then what is worshiping with one, two, 
three, four, or more little ones but an upper-level course in discipleship? 

Third, do not think of this time as a time of distraction, but rather as a 
time of fruitful planting, and trust God to be gracious. He will bestow a time 
of fruitful harvest. The sun is hot and the soil is hard—but it will all come 
back to you, thirty, sixty and a hundred fold.  

One more thing: if you missed that great sermon everybody else got to 
hear while you were wiping a nose or correcting a child, then remember 
that you can get download it, usually by late Monday or early Tuesday at 
fpckosciusko.org or by free subscription at iTunes.
