*Confession of Faith              Heidelberg Catechism Q.29, 31, 33, & 35. 
Q. Why is the Son of God called “Jesus,” meaning “savior”? 
A. Because he saves us from our sins.  Salvation cannot be 
found in anyone else; it is futile to look for any salvation 
elsewhere. 
Q. Why is he called “Christ,” meaning “anointed”? 
A. Because he has been ordained by God the Father and has 
been anointed with the Holy Spirit to be our chief prophet and 
teacher who perfectly reveals to us the secret counsel and will 
of God for our deliverance; our only high priest who has set us 
free by the one sacrifice of his body, and who continually 
pleads our cause with the Father; and our eternal king who 
governs us by his Word and Spirit, and who guards us and 
keeps us in the freedom he has won for us. 
Q. Why is he called God’s “only Son” when we also are God’s children? 
A. Because Christ alone is the eternal, natural Son of God.  
We, however, are adopted children of God - adopted by grace 
through Christ. 
Q. What does it mean that he “was conceived by the Holy Spirit and born 
of the virgin Mary”? 
A. That the eternal Son of God, who is and remains true and 
eternal God, took to himself, through the working of the Holy 
Spirit, from the flesh and blood of the virgin Mary, a truly 
human nature so that he might become David’s true 
descendant, like his brothers in every way except for sin.
