Notes about the service:

Scripture reading: The public reading of the Bible has been at the heart of the
worship of God since Old Testament times. It is a means of grace. It serves not only
as an opportunity to sit openly and corporately under the authority of God’s Word,
but it is also a God-appointed means whereby we are strengthened by the Spirit and
receive his favor. The Lord has deigned to bless and edify his people by it.

Isaiah 40 begins a majestic section in which the prophet proclaims a comforting
promise of hope for the brokenhearted people of God. God is incomparably powerful
over all things and promises strength for endurance to all who will wait for him.
Sermon: This morning Phillip resumes the Jesus Unplugged series with a sermon
on Luke 14:1-14. At a meal hosted by a prominent Pharisee, Jesus tells a hospitality
story that turns the tables on his critics. His story is a stinging rebuke of inhospitality
and self-promotion: you can be far away from God in the very exercise of your
religion.
