Biblical worship leads to proclaiming God's truth with our lives. We do more than 
keep a tradition alive or have a "worship experience." We declare why God is so great, 
what he has accomplished, and all that he has promised. Proclamation helps us 
remember. Peter tells us that we have been saved "that [we] may proclaim the 
excellencies of him who called [us] out of darkness into his marvelous light" (1 Peter 
2:9). We should fulfill this command both in our meetings and in our lives.  
People come into our churches proclaiming all sorts of things with their words and 
actions. Through self-promoting pride, some are proclaiming that the approval of 
men matters. Through close-fisted giving, some are asserting how much wealth 
matters. Through complaining, others are declaring that personal comfort matters. 
Teens in the latest fashions may be proclaiming that being cool matters. Others 
confirm through their smiles or frowns that their preferences matter. But we want 
each of them to leave proclaiming this: THE GOSPEL OF JESUS CHRIST MATTERS.
