Notes about the service 
Greeting: From Easter through Ascension Sunday (May 16) we will express our joy 
over the resurrection with the announcement: “Christ is risen!” and the 
congregational reply, “He is risen indeed!”  
Worship and the Word: “This word of God is everywhere in worship. In the call to 
worship we hear God’s first word to us; in the benediction we hear God’s last word to 
us; in the Scripture lessons we hear God speaking to our faith-parents; in the sermon 
we hear that word re-expressed to us; in the hymns, which are all to a greater or 
lesser extent paraphrases of Scripture, the Word of God makes our prayer articulate. 
Every time we worship our minds are informed, our memories refreshed with the 
judgments of God, we are familiarized with what God says, what he has decided, the 
ways he is working out our salvation.” [Eugene Peterson, A Long Obedience in the 
Same Direction] 
Hymns: Galatians 3:13 says that Christ has "redeemed us from the curse of the law." 
The verses of John Newton’s Let Us Love and Sing and Wonder call us to 
respond to this stupendous fact. Is there not abundant reason for us to LOVE the 
Lord - as the One who, "bought us", "pitied us" when we were "enemies", and "called 
us by His grace", giving us "ears" to hear, and "eyes" to see aright? In light of such 
assurance of grace to our hearts - freely given and freely bestowed - can we not then, 
"SING", even though "fierce temptation threaten hard to bring us down?" And who 
can but "WONDER" that the "grace and justice" of Almighty God can now "join 
together", because "When, through grace, in Christ our trust is, Justice smiles, and 
asks no more"?  
Count Nicholaus Ludwig von Zinzendorf (1700-1760), founder of the Moravian 
Brethren, wrote Jesus, Thy Blood and Righteousness. He founded a community 
of earnest Christians called Herrnhut ("The Lord's Watch"). In 1727 the community 
started a 'round the clock "prayer watch" that lasted unbroken for 100 years. There 
were about 300 persons in the community at the beginning, and various ones 
covenanted to pray for one of the 24 hours in the day. In 1792, 65 years later, with the 
lamp of prayer still burning, the little community had sent out 300 missionaries to 
the unreached peoples of the West Indies, Greenland, Lapland, Turkey, and North 
America. With all our talk about our love for Christ and belief in missions, we have 
never come close to anything like this. These were men and women who were utterly 
dedicated to making Jesus known to the ends of the earth.
