Notes about the service 
This Is My Father’s World came from the pen of Presbyterian minister—
Maltbie D. Babcock, who pastored churches in Baltimore and New York City in 
the late 19th century. Babcock died in 1901, the same year in which he wrote this 
hymn. 
The tune was written in 1915 by Franklin Sheppard, Secretary for the 
Presbyterian Board of Publications. He produced a hymnal for Sunday School 
use, which was common at the end of the nineteenth and early twentieth century. 
Many Presbyterian Sunday Schools had their own hymnal – ―Hymnal for Youth,‖ 
they called it, although these were not necessarily childlike or childish hymns; 
rather, they were quite substantial. The name TERRA BEATA is Latin, meaning 
happy or blessed earth.
