You keep 
waiting for change and power to ignite in your life. If that is the case, try another 
experiment. Join us for worship and focus on the Lord Jesus and his Word. Put 
yourself right underneath the magnifying glass of worship and wait for Spirit and 
Truth to ignite in your heart.
