Laura is the ABC Christian 
Academy's Curriculum Coordinator and Assistant Head and also teaches 
typing (keyboarding) to incoming Freshmen students at the African Bible 
College. Laura also served as the Dean of Admissions at the African Bible 
College from 1996-2005 until the position was turned over to a Malawian, 
Maggie Madimbo.
